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Free BIKEABILITY TRAINING   the new National Standards CycleTraining
HEREFORDSHIRE COUNCIL ON-ROAD ADVANCED CYCLE TRAINING is being offered at Weobley High School for pupils in Years 7 and 8 initially.

The training, which takes at least 3 hours, is carried out by trained Instructors under the direction of the School Cycling Officer and will be during P.E. lessons. The training is provided for children of secondary school age who have satisfactorily completed Level 2 cycle training at primary school.  We can arrange for any students who have not completed Level 2 training to complete this course first.   Training commences off the road on the school site and then on roads around the school.  The next stage involves cycling the route to school, or a comparable journey on busier roads. Students will be expected to have appropriate, roadworthy bicycles when undertaking the training and cycles will be checked for roadworthiness before the course, otherwise training may be refused for safety reasons. 

All students taking part in training are expected to wear a cycle helmet. An appropriate hi-visibility vest will be provided by the trainer. Personal accident insurance for cyclists is not provided by the Council and you will need to arrange such cover privately if you so wish.

All cyclists who complete the course will receive the appropriate Bikeability certificate. Those who do not reach the standard will receive a letter explaining where further practice is required.

Please remember for your child’s sake:
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  + Cyclists must have a roadworthy cycle of suitable size, which they can ride confidently before training commences.      +  Helmets must be worn at all times.
Pupils in Years 7 and 8 were informed of this training during a special assembly. There are spaces left and if your son/daughter is interested please contact Jane Denny for more information and a consent form.
